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Russian Intervention in Syria

On Wednesday, Russian warships on the Caspian Sea
fired a total of 26 cruise missiles over Iran and Iraq at
ISIS targets. The recent military action taken by Russian
forces has alarmed many, including much of the US-backed
coalition fighting ISIS. In the fray of the war in Syria,
where a bloody civil war had already been raging between
rebel and government forces before the advent of ISIS, the

intervention of Russia may not necessarily be a good thing.

The chaos of the war in Syria is messy enough. The US-
led coalition of Saudi Arabia, Jordan and Qatar support
moderate rebel factions fighting against the Assad regime
and ISIS. The UK and Turkey, while not coalition members,
provide logistic and diplomatic support and are launching
airstrikes of their own against ISIS. There is the Assad
regime, the government in Syria embroiled in a multi-front
war against a multitude of rebels and Islamic militants.

Then there is Russia.

Russia is mainly supporting the Assad regime in Syria,
although their role in the war is rather implicit. The Assad
regime is notorious for murdering thousands of their own
citizens, and by backing it, Russia is taking a dangerous
position in the global theatre. Like many others, I strongly

condemn the role Russia is playing in Syria.

Firstly, Russia is acting too rashly and decisively in Syria.
With a strategically important naval base in Tartus, Russia
has mainly deployed bombers and helicopters in Syria,
conducted airstrikes, and provided military advisors, not
unlike other superpowers involved in Syria. But unlike
the US or the UK, Russia is backing up the violently
destabilized Assad regime. By supporting a brutal regime
with a track record of human right abuses, Russia is in risk
of alienating other potential allies useful to defeating ISIS,
and by deploying troops in Syria, Russia is bringing back
memories of the failed Soviet invasion of Afghanistan, and
as a result other countries yet to support the effort against
ISIS like China might withdraw their support fearing that
Russia's involvement in Syria would lead to another war and
more turmoil in the middle east, something they obviously
don't want to be involved in.

Another aspect of Russia's controversial role in Syria is their
supposed airstrikes against non-ISIS targets. The majority of
Russian airstrikes have been against moderate rebel groups
posing a threat to Assad strongholds, and are not merely
against ISIS targets, as they have previously claimed. Again,
this is a sign that Russia is merely concerned about their
own interests in Syria, which by striking against many of
the moderate rebel groups that are a vital asset to defeating
ISIS, they show an obvious lack of intention of actually
attempting to defeat ISIS, but instead show that they only

care about keeping themselves in favor with the Assad
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regime, which is crucial if they want to maintain their

foothold in Syria.

Third, by antagonizing the U.S. and the coalition, Russia
is creating a tense atmosphere of deep mutual distrust and
hostility amongst the various nations and organizations
fighting against ISIS. Russia has repeatedly come under fire
for violating Turkish airspace, menacing coalition aircraft,
and has also been criticized for their lack of transparency
in their plans. Tensions between Russia and the coalition
are running high, while the US cannot persuade the U.N.
military council to force Russia to back down in Syria, as
Russia is a permanent veto member of the 5-strong U.N.
military council. If Russia fails to cooperate with other
countries, they will inevitably cause a schism within the
fragile alliance of countries fighting ISIS, leading to the

collapse of the mutual war effort against ISIS.

Through supporting the brutal Assad regime that murdered
countless of its own citizens by striking against many of the
moderate rebel groups that are a vital asset to defeating the
ISIS, Russia is quick in becoming viewed as a expansionist,
aggressive foreign power. Russia must reconsider their
strategies in Syria and learn to put the greater good of
the world over their own territorial interests in order to
be viewed as the benevolent liberator as they portray

themselves.

Lead in water scandal

The news is adopted from SCMP titled "Let government
departments take the rap over Hong Kong lead-in-water
scandal, poll indicates" dated 14th October, 2015. The
news mentioned that the government, particularly Housing
Department and Water Supplies Department, was blamed
by most of the Hongkongers for the tainted water panic.
According to the poll conducted by The Democratic Party,
41% of the respondents said the government should take the
rap for the tainted water crisis in order to dispel the public
concern. In this crisis, public estates like Kai Ching Estate
and Kwai Luen Estate and also schools are affected, even

for the kindergarten.

Impacts of the scandal on various stakeholders and

measures to plug the current loopholes

As The Democratic Party published the report which
showed that the level of lead in water of Kai Ching Estate
exceeded the standard of the World Health Organization.
With wide media coverage, the water safety problem was
under the spotlight. Many citizens were panicked and asked
the private laboratories to check whether the water supply
in their residential building was also contaminated or not.
Through this scandal, the loopholes on the monitoring

system and supervision of the water safety were found.

Moreover, government had an unshirkable responsibility in

this scandal.

Impacts on various stakeholders

Firstly, from the perspective of general public, the
contaminated water harmed the public health. With
reference to the official statistics, up to the late August,
126 citizens' blood lead levels are above the standard of the
World Health Organization. However, scientific evidence
shows that excessive lead became a suspected reason
for the developmental delay on the children. Due to the
absence of public education, citizens are usually lack of
awareness about water safety. In addition, until now there
is no compulsory policy for checking the amount of heavy
metal in water, the water quality is not safeguarded by the
government, which shows that the citizen's health may be

potentially threatened.

Besides, from the perspective of government, the
government credibility is sharply dropped from this scandal.
The government did not admit the contamination of the
water at first, but she did finally due to the pressure exerted
by the public. This lowered the public trust towards the
government. Also, we can see the capability responding to

emergency of the government is poor. Referring to the news,
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Regulation!
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the government sent the water cart 3 days after the incident
which is not efficient enough. Besides, the government kept
on emphasizing that it was safe if we didn’t continue to
drink the contaminated water but without taking any action.
The settlements are confusing. The government was blamed

because of its performance in the incident.

Though the scandal has posed negative impacts as above
mentioned, it is likely that the construction and welding

services would be self-regulated in the long run.

From the perspective of the construction industry, the
scandal urges the construction industry to stricten the
superintendence on the welding materials. The water pipes
were welded with the material contain lead, which further
contaminated the water, leading to this crisis, With the
outbreak of this incident, public are more concerned about
the welding materials of water pipes. So from now on, the
industry will pay more attention on the quality of welding
materials because of the higher public monitoring after the
scandal. After all, public health would be safeguarded with

self-regulation of the industry.
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Measures to plug the current loopholes

The government should actively tackle the current problems.
The government should implement the regulation to ensure
the drinking water quality of all public housing estates by
compulsory regular checking. Apart from the legislation,
the government should release official instructions to the
construction industry upon the restrictions on the welding
materials. Last but not least, the government should release
authentic and evidence-based information to the public and
media, so that the pubic monitoring can be enhanced to plug

the loophole with collaboration among all parties.

Under the blazing sun is another monotonous day of hustle
and bustle for the people in Sheung Shui, Hong Kong.
Clusters of mainlanders have flooded the MTR station
with shopping trolleys and plastic bags of goods. Some
are shouting across the street, others are squatting on th
floor while schoolers push their way through the crowd
of parallel traders. The place is filled with loud noises of
luggage being trundled. Occasionally though, you would

hear something different, it is the voices of angry locals.

“Tackle parallel trading!”, “Return my peaceful homeland™
cries local group against parallel traders on 7th September,
2015. However, why are they so frustrated that they hope to

tackle this problem by demonstrations?

First of all, parallel traders have caused a serious inflation in
Hong Kong. They tend to buy high-demand goods such as
milk powder and diapers from the Northern District in Hong
Kong back to mainland. This action also leads to the serious
shortage of the daily necessities of local Hong Kong people.
According to a research, the price of milk powder has
increased by 0.4% - 12%. Although the income of the shops
will go up a lot, the price of the products will also sharply
increase due to the limited supply of groceries. Finally,
Hong Kong people cannot buy their wants and some people

cannot afford the food since the prices keep increasing.

Besides, the quality of life of the citizens in the Northern
District is also greatly affected by parallel traders. They like
to put luggage on pavements. Elderlies and children may
fall because of the obstruction. Some Hongkongers blame
mainlanders for causing shortage of daily grocery and flats.
In fact, the Individual Visit Scheme and Multuple-entry
Permit have accelerated the development of parallel imports,

allowing mainlanders to come to Hong Kong conveniently.

In addition, parallel trading has deepened the conflicts
among the people of the two places. Many Hong kong
people find the uncivilized behaviours of mainlanders, like
spitting, cutting in line and talking too loudly, unacceptable
because of cultural differences and some complain that
mainlanders do not follow the customs of Hong Kong.
Furthermore, as mainlanders use Sheung Shui Station as
the transit of parallel goods, thay had multiple disputes
with locals in Sheung Shui. That’s also why anti-parallel
trading protests like the “Reclaim Sheung Shui” movement

intensified.

In order to alleviate the situation of parallel trading,
education is one of the most effective ways. The Chinese
government can put more resources on educating the
tourists about the culture and laws of Hong Kong through
brochures, advertisements and Internet. The border

frequently.

In addition, the government should set up policies to limit
the number of goods that parallel traders can buy and
reduce the impact of over-expanding goods, the government
can give priority to Hong Kong citizens in purchasing daily

necessities and the rights of using public utility.

To conclude, parallel trading in Hong Kong is getting more
and more unpopular. It is time for us to use a peaceful way
to give suggestions to the government. Do you want parallel
traders from the mainland fill up the whole Sheung Shui
just to buy da ily necessities? Are you willing to see the
inflation in the Northern District becomes more and more
serious?

The discussion sometimes strays from the intended
focus; e.g. What has the shortage of flats to do with
parallel traders? Try to avoid overuse of rhetorical
questions, hyperbole and use of second person, as it is
more distracting than effective.

Valid point, good argument, some minor writing
problems

Have you ever been suspicious about whether the water
you have been drinking your entire life is completely safe
and perfectly non-toxic? You probably won’t care about
it as many people who are drinking it for decades are still
alive. In fact, most Hong Kong people think exactly like this

which they will regret ignoring it very soon.

All of the problems and evidence of lead-in water started to
disclose from July, 2015 in the Kai Ching Estate. According
to the testing of heavy metal done to the water from Kai
Ching Estate, the lead content of the water exceed the WHO
standard for totally 2.8 times. What is the cause of this

shocking news?

First of all, the reason of a great amount of lead existing in
our tap water is that the joint of the water pipe used lead as
a glue. The subcontractors use lead instead because the time
required to melt and solidify lead is less than other metal.
The less time for worker to finish the building project, the
less wage the company have to pay to the worker. Since the
subcontractors see profits more important than Hong Kong
people’s health, they don’t care if this will affect children’s

growth.

Another reason is that the regulation restricting the

subcontractor not to use cheap material for substitution

is not rigid enough. Back in 2011, the pipe of some big
construction projects are all followed by a guy named Mr
Lam. He is the one who ordered the worker to use lead
in the joint of pipes. However, this also shows a serious
loophole of regulating this kind of problem. Someone
should have banned the use of lead in the very first place
when the plan of construction is handed in to be checked.
If this problem were discovered earlier, Mr Lam would not

have the permission to follow other projects to come.

What will happen if people drink too much lead-in water?
Lead can enter human body through the digesting system,
direct contact to the skin or even through breathing.
Children, pregnant women and breastfeeding women are the
most vulnerable to Lead-in water. An absorption of a large
amount of lead can lead to some serious damage to one’s
nervous system permanently. It may also affect one’s ability

of reproduction and the function of kidneys.

Lead-in water is disturbing Hong Kong for so long that it
should already be solved. Here are some of the solutions

that could reduce the affect done by this problem.

First, the residents of the building that is confirmed to
have lead-in water in tap water can install a filter onto the

faucet in order to filter out most of the heavy metal residue.
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The government should subsidise all of the residents for
this in order to help out with them. This method is simple
yet effective. The government should also create a new
department to keep check of the quality of the filter to make
sure all of them are installed properly and to propagate the
concept of filtering lead-in water.

Second, it is time for the buildings to replace all of the
water pipes with the non-toxic one. The joint of the pipes
is the source of lead-in water. The only way to solve it is
to remove it. Many housing estate is already aged and the
equipment is not up to date. The government can upgrade
it together with the lead joint. This method may not be the
most money-and time-efficient, but this can make sure all
water is lead-free.

Finally, to prevent this kind of news from happening, the
government should re-enact the regulation about the safety
in restriction of material of construction to warn other
companies that we should prioritise people’s health as the
most important aspect. Instead of solving the problem,
prevent it from happening is always a better choice of the
company of construction in Hong Kong Fallon the law
nothing can go wrong.

To conclude, the main reason why lead-in water problem
exists is that some of the Hong Kong people is a bit greedy
and tricky. They think that no one will ever notice that they
are using cheap materials. As it turns out, everyone starts
taking care of a problem if it is their own backyard.

Project Titan : Apple's top-secret mobile device is
an electric car, hitting roads in 2019, report says

With the advancement in the level of technology., many
missions that were impossible to achieve in the past can now
be accomplished effortlessly. Among the manifold modern
technologies, the one that stands out must be the electric cars.
Electric cars, which are not new to public, have been invented
and started to be sold in the market for several years already,
however the market is not well-developed yet. Swarming
with opportunities, it attracts a considerable number of large
corporation to invest in it — Apple is no exception.

All investors or the potential ones are still facing quite a
number of impediments and handicaps in car manufacturing,
ranging from lack of experience to the fierce competition
with the existing automobile giants, who are enjoying the
brand superiority. Hiring of talents of car manufacturing, as
well as more promotion and advertisements, are required for
any investors in order to occupy a greater market share of
automobile in the future.

Despite the fact that being the talk of town in recent years,
the use of electric cars remains unprevalent — mainly due to
the high cost of electric fuel and the lack of convenience in
recharging. Nevertheless, electric cars are often praised for
their environmentally-friendly design. Comparing with the
vehicles using fossil fuels, electric cars will not emit any
greenhouse gases, which may accelerate global warming. Will

the renewability and the sustainability to the environment,
it is not arduous to estimate that electric cars would be the
mainstream conveyances within the coming few years.

Apart from this, another controversy is about the self-
driving system. Every rose has its thorns — regardless of
the accessibility brought by self-driving, technological
advancement always induces social and ethical disputes. What
would happen if the system fails to function or the Internet
is disconnected? Who should be responsible for the traffic
accident involving a driverless vehicle? The above concerns
directly point out the potential problems and loopholes of the
self-driving system. Negotiations with government and the
implementation of regulation are of paramount essentiality in
ensuring the feasibility of driverless-driving.

Notwithstanding the limitations, the electric driverless car
design will probably be the milestone of human innovation.
From hose-drawn carriage, to motor vehicles, and further to
electric cars, the orientation and the focus of the transport
have been shifted from efficiency, to the impacts on the
environment. Needless to say, the prevalence of electric cars
will be a great step in alleviating the grave pollution problem.

Judges' Comment

A good roundup of the causes and effects of the high content of lead in the water in some buildings. The argument is
convincing. It is clear, comprehensive and in good style — informal but in a natural and original manner that makes good
reading. Just one thing: “lead-in water’” is not a correct term

The chosen topic is one of popular concern in Hong Kong. The issue is well defined, which affords application of research
to gain deep insight into the issue. The author traces the core of the problem to selfish maximization in the building
industry, the need for government regulation to produce public good and regulatory failures in the past. The commentary
ends with recommendations for future regulation effort. The commentary is focused and has a nice linear flow.

Great topic, and a good knowledge of it is shown in the presentation of evidence. The argument is a little disjointed: it would be
better to focus on either electric cars in general or driverless cars specifically in the main argument. Writing style and vocab are
good, but overly formal.

This is a well-written essay. There are two major themes in the commentary: the challenges for commercialization of electric,
driverless cars, and the ethical issues arising from driverless mobility. The commentary can be improved if these two themes
can be integrated. To me, the commercialization challenges of e-cars are not particularly newsworthy. The ethical issues arising
from driverless mobility are more thought provoking and deserve more thorough discussion. Driverless mobility is not a new
phenomenon; there are already driverless trains. Yet, the introduction of driverless cars on public roads (vs. rails) may present new
ethical issues. I would like to see more discussion on this topic.

perilous situation. ISIS poses discrimination on the
homosexuals, disabled, heretics and opposers. And they
would persecute those deemed as unfit for the religious
cause by public execution. Freedom of speech and right of
religious freedom are infringed with the greatest extent.
In no circumstances should people be executed by such
absurd reasons, let alone the execution is performed in
public.

Judges' Comment

The writer expresses admirable sentiments — anger, outrage, indignation — and gives good reason by referring to the major
points. The subject is topical, but a bit too “easy” — there is no other opinion about ISIS.

In this commentary, the author condemns the many crimes against humanity committed by the ISIS. The commentary
shows good mastery of the English language. On the one hand, I appreciate the author’s concern about universal morality.
On the other hand, I find the moralistic stance taken by the author to be rather limiting. The commentary can be improved
if it can inspire the readers to reflect on the historical and political conditions that provoke religious fanaticism in the
Islamic world and suggest constructive ways to improve intercultural relations, which may present peaceful solutions to

containing the spread of ISIS ideology.
